Basic Watercolor

Supply List
· Watercolor Palette w/lid 

· Either a #10 or #12 Round Watercolor Brush*
· A 1” Flat Watercolor Brush*
· 2 32 oz. Water Containers – We use one for washing brush, and one for clean water. (can use empty cottage cheese, yogurt or sherbet containers)

· 140 lb. or 300 lb. Arches watercolor paper OR a Watercolor Block (Arches  or a comparible good quality paper) 

· 1 Watercolor Spiral Pad, 140lb, Cold Press – Preferably Arches, but Strathmore will do. (Use for testing colors, doing in class lessons, values studies, practice, sketching etc.)
· Artists Masking Fluid (colorless or tinted, either is fine)*
· # 2 pencils - sharpened

· Kneaded eraser or white eraser 
· Roll of Paper Towels (please do not substitute toilet paper for paper towels)
· Tissues 
·  Artists Tape or Painters Tape – to tape paper down to board (can use Scotch brand blue painters tape found in home improvement stores)

· Masonite Board with or without clips or Gatorboard - (to tape paper to and as support surface to paint on)*
· Watercolor .5ml or larger Tube Paints (not pan paints)

Please note: I would rather you use good quality paint, paper and brushes. if you can. The best advice I can give you is “Buy the best quality materials that you can afford”. You will find you will be much more successful and less inclined to give up if you use good paper and artists grade paint rather than a lesser quality. I personally use and recommend primarily Winsor Newton artists grade but there are many good brands on the market. Experiment! You will get different results with different papers!
